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The War of 1812: Fort McHenry

The postage on this quarter’s newsletter depicts the War of 1812. Sometimes called “the forgotten conflict,” it |
was a two-and-a-hall-year confrontation with Great Britain that brought the United States to the verge of §

bankruptcy and disunion. A war that ultimately helped forge our national identity and gave us our national
anthem, “The Star-Spangled Banner.” The stamp’s subject is the bombardment of Fort McHenry in Baltimore,
in September 1814, It depicts a group of soldiers manning a cannon in defense of the Fort. The stamp also
gives prominence to “the rockets’ red glare” that Francis Scott Key wrote into “The Star-Spangled Banner.”
